Introduetion and Safetz

Safety Planning

Planning for an Emergency

Contact your local police depariment, fire depart-
ment, doctor, and alarm dealer for advice on
handling housahold emergencies. Ensure that
every member of vour household or business
knows exactly what to do if an emergency eoours.

Plan in advance how each person should
respond 1o an alarm. Discuss the differant alarm
signals, make sure evaryone is familiar with them,
ard make a plan for each person. If you have
children, be sure that you instruct them carefully
and that they understand. Establish a meeting
place outside the building, so you can account for
everyone in case of fire or ather emergancy.
Practice safety procedures so that everyone can
respond quickly in & crisis.

In case of a fire alarm, everybody should leave
the building immediately by way of planned
escape routes and meet at a plannad location,

i ¥You Hear an Audible Alarm When You Return

If yvou return to an audible alarm, do not enter the
building. You might be walking into a fire or an
intruder might stll be insida, Go io a neighbar or
public phone and call the fire department or police.

Testing Your Alarm System Weekly

Test your alarm system every weak. Be sure 1o
use the proceduras on page 22, to prevent faise
alarms.,

Fire Protection

To Reduce the Risk of Fire

Minimize hazards:

» Store flammable materals propearly. Avold
cleaning with flammable liquids such as gaso-
ling. If at all possible, prohibit axplosive or fast-
burning materials in your building. .

= |Keep all areas clear of debns. A cluttered attic,
basameant, or slorage area increases e nsk of
fire.

« [Oa ol overdoad alectrical outlets,

If you have instalked this system in a building
where children or invalids are present, the fire
department can provide you with window dacals
that indicate where to look first in the event of a
fire.

i1 the Smoke Alarm "Beeps” Repeatedly

The Supervised Smoke Detector beeps once every
14 sacands when the batteries ara low. Replace
the battaries immadiately (sea page 17).

If the Smoke Alarm Is Triggered

Smoke detectors warm you of a fire in its early
stages, so that you can escape the building before
smoke reaches a dangerous concentration leval,

When the asmoka alamn is riggered, the Super-
vised Smoke Detector's internal siren sounds and
the smoke detector ransmits the alarm to the
Communication Contral Unit (CCU), Alsa, the On/
Alarm fight in the center of the Supervised Smoke
Detector Transmitter glows steadily. {During
normal operatien, this CrAlamm light flashes about
once every 7 seconds.) Immediately foliow tha
evacuation instructions glven balow. If your
security system is connected to a central monitos-
ing servica, an amergency call will be initiated.

Evacuation Procedures

* Do not panic—escape may depend upon clear
thinking.

« 5ot out of the building following planned escape
routas, if possibie. Do not stop to collect valu-
ables.

« Open doors carefully only after feeling them 1o
sea if they are hot. If a door is hot, do not apen
i—follow an allernate ascape routa.

* Keep closa to the Hloor—smoke and hot gases
rise.

« Keep doors and windows closed unless it is
necessary o open them to escape.

+ Mest at a pre-established meeting place aftar
leaving the bullding.

»  Mever neenter a burning bullding, Use a
neighbaor s phone or a straet fine alarm box to
cali the fire department.

Communication Control Unit (CCU)

The Communication Cantral Unit is the canter of
mmcunty system, Lising house current, or &

Lp battery during a power faiiure, it powers
your entire wired system. i monitors all sensaors,
wired and wireless, and generates all atarms., If
you have a monitoring service, it will use your
phone line to report any alarms.

Display Control Keypad

The Display Control Keypad is the sysiem compo-
nent thal you use 1o program, arm and disarm your
system. With a Level 1 access code (see page 7),
yoU can arm your system, disarm i, bypass
sensors, genarate alarms, cancal alarms, remove
alarmes from the display, sllence trouble beeps, add
or delete access codes, and mare. The Display
Control Keyvpad can be set up o operala as a
tetephone or an intercom. For mora information on
the Display Control Keypad, see page 4,

Monitoring Service

Most systerms have a monitoring service. Whan an
alarm or other problem occurs, your system will
contact your monitoring service and they will notify
the police, fire department, or anyone else who
may be nesded.

Your menitoring service may have the abifity to
arm your system or bypass a faulty sensor through
your phone connection.

MNOTE: These options are not available in UL
approved installations.

Some sarvices also pravide Opening and Closing
Reponts. This option provides manitaring of all
activity on your premises, such as somaone
changing the Level of Protection, whan your
building should not be occupled.  Ask your dealer
about your monitoring senvice's capabilites.
NOTE: If you do not have a monitoring sernvice,
any reference io ong in this manual does not
apply 1o your system.

Sensors

The vanous sensors menitor the conditions in your
building. Depending on your neads, can be
set up io defect entry and exit from the building,
matan within the buflding, and smaokea or fire
conditions, They can also monitor envircnmenial
cormditions, such as water in your ceflar, excessiva
heat, or a pawer failura.

When the sensor reports an alarm or trouble
condition, the Display Control Keypad will tell you
what type of problem exists and it will give you a
descrnplion of the aftected sensor or sensor group.

Each sensor can be set to react differently in each
Leval of Protection. For example, it your system is
set 10 Day, you might want It to chima when your
front door is opened. If it is set 10 Away or Aight,
you might want it to ganarate an alarm. If your
system is set to Of, you might want nathing 1o
happen when the door is opened, Your dealer will
et each sensor, according to your naeds.

Some sensors can be set fo generate delayed
alarms. This Is usually the way a front door sensor
is set. This enables vau to enter the premises and
anter your accass cade at 3 keypad, before an
alarm is triggered. The keH-pad will beep while the
gystem is in the delayed alarm state, unless
silenced by your dealer.

The following sections of this book will help you
operate your system correctly, and help you
identify and correct any problems you may encoun-
ter,

Supervision

Your dealer can program your system to monitar
the phone line and generate a trauble warming
under various conditions. To avoid troublesome
warnings over short-lerm oulages, most warnings
will not occur until the system detects a real (long
term) problam.

In crder to operate your system comectly, you need
to be familiar with the Display Gontrol Keypad,
Please read this section carefully and keep it
handy as a reference source

There can ba up to four levels of accass codas
pme:gammad inta your system. |n arder o operate
all tha features available, you nead a Leval 1
actess code (see page 7},

NOTE: Do not write your access code in this book
or anywhare that an intruder could find . With
this Level 1 access code, a person can disarm
your system.

Some of the following features may not be included
in your system. Consult the checkfist on page 1 1if
you are not sure whether your system includes a
particular feature.

MOTE: In same instafiations, your degler may
inciude the Multl-Try Lockout option, If you have
this option, the system will not accept any
accoss code for a period of time after a number
of invalid codes are fried. This is fo prevent
sameane from trying to guess your coda. Chack
the list on page 1 to daterming if your systam is
programmad this way.

To Arm The System:

1 Enter your access code. The keypad will beap
each time you press a number,

2 Press the button for the Level of Protection
{Nigtt, Away. or Day) that you want 1o set the
system 1o, Tha Keypad will beep, the Arm/Alarrm
light will flash for a short time and the display will
show tha Level of Protection you have chosen in
the display.

NOTE:; Ir sorma instaliations, your dealer may
include the Abbraviated Amming option. This
aflows you to arm your system, aftar antenng
|ust the first number of your access code.
Check the list on pags 1 to determine if your
system is programmed thes way.

NOTE: In commearcial UL applications, each
arming is followad by a momentary sounding of
the alarm bell as an acknowledgrent from tha
monitaring service and verification of the atarm
saund. If your system has this feature and you
don't hear the alarm, do not leave the premises.
Call for sarvice immediately.

System Programming

To Disarm The System:

1 Enter your access code, The keypad will beep
each time you press a numbser.

2 Prass OFF. The keypad will baep, the Arm/
Alarm light will fiash for a short tima, and the
dizplay will show OFF, benaath the date. Off is
another level of protection for {Huur systam. Al
Fira, Tampar, Emviranmantal, Medical, Emer-
gency, Police. and othars that your dealer has
programmed as 24-hour akarms, will remain
ackive,

To Generate An Instant Police Alarm:

Simuitanacusly, press and hold the two buttons
marked POLICE {see figure), uniif the system

beeps

This will sound an instant alarm and send a signal
o your monitoring service to send the police,

To Generate An Instant Emergency Alarm:

Simultanaously, prass and hald the twe buttons
marked EMERGENCY, until the systam beeps.

This will sound an instant alarm and send a
message to your monitonng service that an emer-
gency situation exists. The monitoring service will
react acconding to instructions from you or your
dealer. For exampls, the monitoring service can
be instrucied to call an ambulance and a particular
dector. Check the list on page 1 to see how your
manitaring service will react when this alarm is
soundead.

MNOTE: Your dealer can disarm the Paolice and
Ernarqeru::r buttons, if you do not want them to
ba aclive.

To Generate an Ambush Alarm:

The Ambush Feature is designed to protect you in
the avent that you must unwillingly cancel an
infrusion alarm or disarm the system. Shoukd an
intruder force you to cancel an alarm or disarm the
system, entar your ascess code, but add one ta the
first digit. For example, if your code is 1-2-3-4,
gnter 2-2-3-4,

After you press OFF, any audible alarm will imme-
diately go silent and the system will respand
narmally, but it will continua fo dial your manifanng
garvica and report a special Ambush Alarm.
During this period, ail ather system functions, such
as changing Levels of Protection, will aperate
normally.



System Programming

Moving Through the Displays

Display Sereen

The display on the Disptay Control Keypad is the
key to your ATAT Security System 8300. The
display contains two types of items:

1 Tha names of other menus, and

2 Commands for the system,

When you selact a name. tha dispiay will present
the menu you selectad. When you select a com-
mand, the system will executa that furction.

To select an item in the display:

1 I the item you want fo select is flashing, press
SELECT.

2 If the itam want to select is not flashing,
press NEXT until the tem you want is flashing,
then press SELECT.

Special Display Commands:

- When you salect this command, the display
will go back io the previous menu.

=>» When you select this command, the display
will returm to the Status Menu

.« » WWhEn you are viewing a list, select this
command to move forward through the list
(for example, a list of alarms),

When you are viewing a list, select this
command to erase the displayed tem from
the list and mave on 1o tha next tem,

% When you are enfering numbers and make a
mistake, the & key will erase the entire
enfry.

The display presents various menus {ar lists) that
dllow you to choose commands or view new
menus. You can use the display to movie through
the menus and choose the commands thal operate
the system.

Status Menn

The Statues Menu is the display that you naormally
see on tha Display Control Keypad. It shows the
current date and fime, the current Level of Protec-
tion, and any current messages. A typical Status
Many looks like this:

It there is @ message, such as PHONE (page 11},
INTERCOM (page 11), TROUBLE {page 10}, or
ALARM (page 10), press SELECT to respond to it.

If there are no messages, the system will go fo the
Main Manu when you press NEXT

Main Menun

When vou press NEXT at the Status Menu, the
Main Menu (see below) appears, with SECURITY
flashing

Choose PHOMNE (ses page 11) to make outside
calls, INTERCOM {page 11} to contact ofher
Display Control Keypads, or SECURITY for all
othier features.

If you choose SECURITY, yvou must anter your
Level 1 access code 1o continue.



Access Codes

Access Codes are the key to programming yaur
system and setting the Leval of Protection. When
yaur dealer teils you your Level 1 acoess codea.
write it down and siore it safely.

MNOTE: Do nal write your access code in this book
or anywhera that an intruder could find it. Do
nat carry 11 around in a wallet or pockatbook.
With this Level 1 access code, a person can
gain access 1o a list of all othar access codas in
YOUF SYSiam,

With your Level 1 Access Code, you can program
additional codes to ba given to other members of
yvour family or business. These codes can be any
of four differant levels. Each level allows access o
different features. Level 1 allows the most
complete access, while Eevel 4 aliows the least, A&
summary of the four levels follows,

Level 1 can arm and disarm the system, silence
and remave alarms and troubles, bypass sensors
during arming, program the system, and add of
delate naw access codes. This code should be
given only to paople that you feal you can trust
completely. They will be able to defeat or altar tha
system at anytime with this level access code,

Lewvel 2 can arm and disarm the system, remave
alarms and troubles from the system lisi, and
bypass sensors during arming. It does not aliow
the user io program (he system.

Lewvel 3 can arm and disarm fhe sysiem, but will
not et the user bypass any Sensars, or ramove
atarms and troubles from the system list

Lewvel 4 can only arm the system. This level is
espacially useful in business applications. The [as!
parson o leave the premises can arm the sysiam,

Reviewing Codes

This function aflows you to see all of the valid
access codes and the descriptions of the users. It
also ailows you o leamn the number of 4 code you
want to ramove.

NOTE: When you are entering a code and make &
mistake, the F key will erase the antire entry.

The access code and level appear on the sama

ling. The length of time for which that codea s

valid is shown in the bottom left corner, followed

by menu commands,

Select . . . to review all the codes. When you
have =een all the codes, the screen will return to
tha first code. When you are finished reviewing

thi codes, select == to return to the Status
hMenu or < to return 1o the previous menu,

Adding Access Codes

With yaur Level 1 access Code, you can agdd naw
codes any time you need to. You can choose the

level of access, set the duration of timea that the
code will be valid for, and entar tha name of 1he
user,

You can havea a tolal of 15 valid codes at any time.
If more than 15 pecple need 1o know a coda, you

can assign a code 1o a group of peopie.

You should not select a code that will be easy for a
potential intrudar to guass (such as sireei address
or phone number). You should try o assign truly

random numbers.

The system will not let you add a code that would
be the same as the ambush alarm (see page &)

For exampie, if ane parson's code is 3244, the

ambush code for that person would be 4244, For
this raason 4244 would be Irvalid as a new coda.

& four-hour coda Iz avallable if you nead to give a

code to a baby-sitter or cedivery parson, atc.

To Add Access Codes:

NOTE: When giving someona a temporary code,
give information about arming and disarming
onhy. Do not EIW programming or bypass
information. For this reasoen, do not show tha
eser card 1o paople with temparary access
codes.

Hemoving Access Codes

With your Level 1 access code, you can remave
codes any tima you need 1o, You may need to
remcve a code if any amplayes leaves the com-
pany or you switch baby sitters, far instanca,

if you are not sure of the code that was assigned to
a particular person you can learn it by reviewing
the codes (page 7) and finding his or her name.

Entering Characters

When the system asks you to anter characters, the
numberad keypad automatically swilches to this
function,

To Enter Characters:

1 Press the key that has the letter you want on it

appear in the display. If that is the latter you
wanl, entar the next character, If it is not, press
the % key to move towards the beginning of the
alphabat or the # key to move towards the end.

NOTE: Although the keiters O and £ do not
appear on the keys, they will shaow up on the
display as you move forward or backwards
through the alphabet. If you press the wrang
key, just use the [# and the & keys to get to
the letter you want,

3 When the lefter you want is in the display, press
another key to enter the next character. Repeat
stap 2 to get the letter you want.

4 When you are finished entering characters,
press SELECT.

Alarms and Trouble BEE!.’:H

The System B300 generates two tyﬁ-es of warn-
ings: alarms and trouble beeps. When there is an
atarm, the display will show ALARM, the alarm will
spund, and the red Arm/Alarm light will light. When
there is system trouble, the display will show
TROUBLE. the trouble beeps will sound, and the
yeliow System light will fiash, When there is both,
the display will show ALRMTRBL, a distinct alarm/
trouble tone will saund, and bath lights will be
ftaghing.

The sound chart on the user's card will halp you
distinguish between the varous system sounds.

What te do When You Hear an Alarm:

Everyone in your building should knew what 1o do
in the avent of an emergency. Your local police
department, fire depariment, doctor, and alarm
dealer can offer valuable advice about responding
(o different emergencies. Follow their suggestions
and work out a plan — in advance - so that every-
ane knows what to do when an alarm sounds. If
an alarm sounds when you aren't home, your
manitoring servica, If you have one, will handla the
situation accordingly.

NOTE: If a false alarm occurs and your sysiem
uses @ monitaring service, cancel the alarm and
then call the service to inform them that there is
na emergancy. If your phone line has no dial
tona, the system is probably contacting the
maonitoring service. Wait a few seconds and try
again.

Maximum Alarm Time

If you da not cancel an alarm, the alarm wili
continue 1o sound for a period of time, sat by your
dealer, and will then go silent. Most local
grdinances raquire this feature 1o pravent unneces-
sary disfurbances, The s will be s&t 1o the
same Laeval of Pratection, the ArmiAlarm light will
remain lit, and ALARM will ba in the display. Only
the audible alarm & affected.

When you return to the bullding. you will hear a

differant sound than the usual delay beeps (see
thie Sound Chart an the User's Card). This tone
will alert you that an alarm has Soundad.

Delayed Trouble Beeps

Yaur dealer can program non-priarity trouble beeps
to sound only once & day for a period of 3 minutes
{tha display will show TROUBLE and the yellow
System light will continue to flash).

NOTE: This aption Is not available in UL instalia-
tions,

To Silence Alarms:

1 With ALARM flashing in the display, enter your
acoess code.
2 Press OFF, This will silence the system.

NOTE: You must silance alarms from the Staius
Meanu. I you accidently press NEXT, you will go
to another menu. Sedect s= 1o returmn to the
Status hMenu.

To ldentify the Cause of an Alarm or
Trouble Beep and Remove it from the List:

1 After you silence the system, ALARM,
TROUBLE or ALRM/TRBL will b fiashung in
the Status Menu, Press SELECT.

Some items may ooour
twice in & row and it will appear as if the display
iz not changing. After showing the last alarm
the display will begin to repeat itself. Select »»
to return to the Status Menu or «< to return ta the
Previous Sorean.

MOTE: Before you can remove a trouble item from
the list. you must eliminate the cause (see page
24 for a list of frouble messages). Some trouble
messages (such as AC Power Loss or Phone
Line Lozs) will remove themsalves from the list,
after the trouble is correcied.

Phone Operation

Your Display Control Keypads can be set, by
yaur installer, for use as speakerphones. You
do nat nead an accass code to usa this feature.

To Answer an Incoming Call:

An incoming call is signaled by a ringing sound,
and the word PHONE will be flashing in tha

display.
Prozs SELECT to answer the call. Select
HANGUP when the call is complated.
